Neck Broken
Sheffield Boy Falls from a Lorry

Frederick Bennett (7), of 131 Clay Street, Attercliffe, broke his neck by falling from a
lorry in Newhall Road shortly after noon to-day. The Sheffield Fire Brigade ambulance,
summoned after the accident, conveyed the boy to the Royal Infirmary, where death was
certified, and subsequently the body was removed to the City Mortuary.
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
